WHEREAS, pursuant to Article VIII, Section I(g) of the Constitution of the State of Flor-
ida, the Sarasota County Home Rule Charter, and the Local Government Comprehensive Plan-
ning and Land Development Regulation Act, Sections 163.3161, et seq., Florida Statutes (the
Act), Sarasota County is authorized and required to adopt a comprehensive plan; and

WHEREAS, Sarasota County Ordinance No. 76-51, as amended, designated the Sarasota
County Planning Commission as the Local Planning Agency for the unincorporated area of Sara-
sota County, Florida, for the preparation and recommendation of a comprehensive plan and
amendments thereto by the Sarasota County Planning Commission and the adoption of a com-
prehensive plan and amendments thereto by the Board of County Commissioners in accordance
with the provisions of the Act; and

WHEREAS, The Sarasota County Comprehensive Plan was adopted by the Board of
County Commissioners by Sarasota County Ordinance No. 89-18; and

WHEREAS, the Act, Sections 163.3184 and 163.3187, Florida Statutes, provide specific
procedures to amend adopted comprehensive plans; and

WHEREAS, the Sarasota County Planning Commission has held a Public Hearing with
due public notice to receive public comments on the proposed amendment to the Comprehensive
Plan, including additional revisions to the Comprehensive Plan to maintain internal consistency;
and

WHEREAS, the Sarasota County Planning Commission has reviewed the proposed
amendment to the Comprehensive Plan and has considered the public testimony received at said
Public Hearing.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the Planning Commission of Sarasota
County, Florida, in public meeting assembled:
